1.  The contractor's Registered Dietitian shall provide medical nutrition therapy services at  Military Treatment Facility as follows:

a. The provider will provide all outpatient medical

       nutrition therapy for Military Treatment Facility on a referral        basis.

b. Serve as the nutrition advisor to the health promotion & disease prevention program.

c. Serve as the nutrition expert during Military Treatment Facility's JCAHO inspection and will be responsible for all expected knowledge involving outpatient medical nutrition therapy.

d. Provide consultation on nutritional issues to Military Treatment Facility staff physicians.

e. Maintain patient records and documentation of all treatment provided in accordance with established regulations and health center directives.

f. Shall, as appropriate, communicate with patients, patient's families, military commanders, and others to obtain personal and social information pertinent to the development of the nutrition care plan.

2.  Knowledge Required by the Position:

a. Knowledge of nutritional requirements in healthy and disease states, specifically alterations in nutritional requirements imposed by the specific disease, to develop and implement nutritional care plans and appropriate follow-up using the most current principles and practices of medical nutrition therapy to include diabetes, oncology, cardiology, gastroenterology, and pediatrics.

b. Knowledge in the advanced sciences (chemistry, biology, anatomy, biochemistry, etc.) and nutritional assessment tools and techniques

c. Knowledge of the effects of drug/nutrient

       and teaching techniques to carry out instruction.

d. Knowledge of communication skills to deal with people whether in writing or orally.

e. Comprehensive working knowledge of the

      which reflect the most current and accepted

      treatments in a rapidly changing field of

      technology.

f. Skill in obtaining relevant information from patients, assessing their nutritional status and needs based on information provided in the medical record, formulating and implementing nutritional care plans, using the most current nutritional research and technology, evaluating the effectiveness of nutrition therapy, and documenting in the medical record the patient's progress.
