Example

The Contractor shall provide all services and labor required to accomplish the performance of  Physical Therapy Technician duties at  Your Military Treatment Facility/Clinic as specified, in strict accordance with all terms, conditions, general and special provisions, specifications, attachments, etc., contained herein or incorporated by reference.  

HOURS, SCHEDULES

	1.    40 hours per week.

Two weeks (10 work days) leave and vacation, up to 40 hours paid sick leave and 10 days of Federal Holidays will be granted to each full time employee.  Contractor shall provide the Government Administrative POC (see Logistics, below) proposed vacation schedules at least 45 calendar days in advance.  Vacation/leave may be scheduled less than 45 calendar days in advance with contractor and MTF approval.
	Schedule:  Eight hours per day during normal business hours.  Exact schedule shall be mutually agreed between MTF and Contractor.

QUALIFICATIONS

Contractor-furnished Personnel shall comply with all applicable Managed Care Support Contract Requirements including, but not limited to: Privileging Requirements;  Utilization Review/Management Criteria and Procedures;  Quality Assessment Procedures and Criteria;  and Peer Review and Quality of Care Reviews in accordance with the Policy, Procedures and Regulatory Provisions established for Government Practitioners (DoD 6010.8-R, Chapters 6 and 15;  OCHAMPUS Policy Manual, Volume II, Chapter 2;  Section J-2, Addendum A and B, Section J-4 Documents 1, 6, 7, and 8;  and Section J-3, Attachment 14, as well as any MTF Policy Requirements).

All individuals who are required to complete the Standard Form 85P, Questionnaire for Public Trust Positions (that is, individuals involved on a frequent and regular basis in the provision of care or services to children under age 18, and individuals who will access CHCS) shall provide the SF85P documentation on a 3 ½” computer diskette.

All Regulations, Policies, and Standard Operating Procedures will be made available to all Contractor-furnished Personnel for familiarization and to ensure compliance in performance of services.

	 Required Education/Experience
	The Physical Therapy Technician shall have sufficient experience to be capable of performing his/her duties, with direction on a periodic basis from the Physical Therapist.


SPECIFIC TASKS/DUTIES

	Performs the full spectrum of services of a Provider trained in: 
	 Physical Therapy Technician, including:

· The rehabilitation of persons disabled by pain, disease, or injury,

· Administering Physical Therapy modalities and therapeutic exercise programs.

· Applying and removing bandages, dressings, and splints when needed.

· Measuring range of motion, girth measurements, and vital signs as needed.  Monitoring patient’s progress and reports all adverse findings to the Physical Therapist.

· Fitting crutches, canes, and walkers and instructing patients in their use.

· Regularly cleaning clinic and equipment.

· Using computerized appointment system (CHCS) to schedule various types of appointments, required to fill out the Ambulatory Data System (ADS) sheets.

	Clinical Oversight/Quality Assurance
	Clinical oversight of the Physical Therapy Technician will be provided by XXXXXXXXX at MTF.  Quality assurance will be provided by a Government Physical Therapist (name location).


Contractor personnel performing services at the MTF shall comply with Government/MTF regulations, MOUs, SOPs, etc. regarding administrative services, record keeping, patient referrals, interactions with Government personnel , MTF security, QM/UM participation, Government property, etc.  All regulations, policies, and standard operating procedures will be made available to all Contractor-furnished personnel for familiarization and to ensure compliance in performance of services.
