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PERFORMANCE BASED WORK STATEMENT      PRIVATE 

In addition to the contract, the following extended description applies.

1.  GENERAL

1.1.  DESCRIPTION OF WORK.   

1.1.1.  The contractor shall provide the services of    (Number) Otolaryngology Physicians in the ENT Clinic at  (Location). The contractor shall provide these services to eligible beneficiaries of the military health care system.  

1.1.2. This is a non-personal services contract and is not intended to create an employer-employee relationship between the Government and the individual Health Care Provider (HCP).  Contract HCPs will remain direct employees of the contractor.  The performance of contractor personnel is subject to day-to-day clinical oversight of the Chief,specific department/division. Any issues regarding this contract shall be forwarded to the military treatment facility (MTF) Managed Care Support Contract (MSCS) Contracting Officer’s representative (COR).  

1.1.2.1. While on duty, the contractor healthcare worker shall not advise, recommend or suggest to individuals authorized to receive services at Government expense that such individuals should receive services from the healthcare worker when he or she is not on duty, or from a partner or group associated in practice with the Contractor, except with the express written consent of the MTF Commanding Officer.  The Contractor shall not bill individuals entitled to those services rendered pursuant to this contract.

1.1.2.2. The Contractor shall not employ current DOD employees, military or civilian, to provide healthcare under this contract. 

1.1.2.3. The healthcare workers are not prohibited, by reason of employment under this contract, from conducting a private practice or other employment, as long as there is no conflict with the performance of duties under this contract.  However, such private practice or other such employment shall not be conducted during those hours in which the healthcare workers are required to render services under this contract.  The healthcare workers shall make no use of Government facilities or property in connection with such other employment.

1.2. QUALIFICATIONS.

1.2.1.  Meet all licensing/certification requirements to perform as an Otolaryngology Physician in accordance with requirements of the basic contract.

1.2.2.  Be Board Certified in Otolaryngology.  

1.2.3.  The contractor shall have worked the last two (2) years in Otolaryngology.

1.2.4.  Have current and maintain certification in basic/advanced cardiac life support BCLS/ACLS?.  

1.2.5.  Other?

1.2.8.  Contractor healthcare providers shall comply with government/MTF regulations, Memorandums of Understanding (MOUs), standard operating procedures (SOPs), etc., regarding administrative services, record keeping, patient referrals, interactions with government personnel, government security, Quality Management/Utilization Management participation, government property, etc.  All regulations, policies, and standard operating procedures will be made available to all contractor-provided personnel for familiarization and to ensure compliance in performance of services.  Additionally, the contractor healthcare providers shall attend all government provided orientation and training necessary to perform daily duties(i.e., CHCS Training, if required) on a government installation.

1.2.9.  Contractor-Furnished personnel shall also comply with all applicable Managed Care Support Contract (MCSC) requirements including, but not limited to: privileging requirements; utilization review/management criteria and procedures; quality assessment procedures and criteria; and peer review and quality of care reviews in accordance with the policy, procedures and provisions established for government practitioners (32 Regulatory CFR 199.6; TRICARE Policy Manual, Chapter 10; Section J-2, Addendum C, Section J-4 Documents 1, 6, 7, and 8;  and Section J-3, Attachment 14), as well as any MTF policy requirements. The contractor shall also comply with all applicable JCAHO standards, Federal and State laws and regulations. As previously stated, all regulations, policies, and standard operating procedures will be made available to all contractor-furnished personnel for familiarization and to ensure compliance in performance of services.

1.2.10.  All contractor personnel are required by performance of services to have access to CHCS or other government computer systems, as well as those personnel involved on a frequent and regular basis in the provision of care and services to children under the age of 18, must undergo a Personnel Security Investigation.  Personnel working under this agreement will be considered to hold an IT–III classified position as defined by the TRICARE Management Activity (TMA).  The TriWest subcontractor under this agreement is responsible for collecting an electronic SF85P for submission to the MTF.  The submission of the SF85P to the MTF will satisfy the contractor’s obligation in meeting this requirement and allow the Resource Sharing/Support personnel to begin delivery of healthcare services prior to the MTF’s receipt of results of the completed investigation.  Fingerprinting will be accomplished in accordance with the MTF policy and procedures.  The MTF is responsible for submitting the SF85P and fingerprints to the Defense Intelligence Service for completion of the investigation.   

1.4.  HOURS OF PERFORMANCE.                 (Examples)

1.4.1.  The contractor shall provide Otolaryngology routine services eight hours a day, (0730-1630) Monday through Friday excluding federal holidays.  An hour lunch break which is not paid by the government, is included in the shift.  

1.4.2.  On-Call.  On-call shall be Monday through Friday from 1630 to 0730 except holidays.  The contractor is not required to remain at their place of residence while on call but shall respond within 10 minutes of telephonic notification from government personnel.  The contractor shall be required to be at the MTF within 30 minutes of being paged if services are required. 

4.  CONTRACTOR FURNISHED PROPERTY.  Contractor shall ensure the physician has his/her own stethoscope and white smock for performance under this contract.  

5.  SPECIFIC TASKS.  The contract Otolaryngology Physician shall provide services to include but not limited to the following:   

5.1.  Coordinate patient care in secondary and tertiary settings. Advocate a family-centered practice, which stresses health screening, health maintenance, and disease prevention.

6.  Government-Furnished Property/Services.  

6.1. The Government will provide an identification badge with picture to be worn by contractor personnel on the outer clothing where it is clearly visible at all times while working on the government installation.

6.2. The government will provide all facilities, equipment, and services (Ancillary and Administrative) for the contractor- provided personnel to enable them to perform the above services except those noted herein which shall be supplied by the contractor/provider:  
6.2.1.  The contractor shall provide the social workers with a nametag, as required by the MCSC, to wear when providing services under this delivery order.

7.  Contractor-Furnished Items/Services.  Except for those items or services specifically stated as being government furnished, the contractor shall furnish everything required to perform  these services in accordance with all of the terms and conditions of this delivery order and the MCSC.

8.  The contractor is liable for loss, theft, or misuse of government property by contractor-provided personnel.
